The four day Pack Expo, Chicago ‘08 event (9-13 Nov)
organised by the Packaging Machinery Manufacturers
Institute (PMMI) is probably the most comprehensive
packaging tradeshow in the world, and for the first time
Process Expo co-located alongside the event.

Despite economic conditions 44,115 visitors (a drop of
3% from the 2006 show) attended the show to see the
2,281 exhibitors. Even though numbers were down, the
quality of enquiries was maintained comments Peter
Smith, Managing Director of Fords Packaging Systems
Ltd: “We had a brilliant show, and generated 60 high
quality contacts/sales leads as well as 100+ general
interest contacts. Between 5% and 10% of the visitors
to our stand had specific projects to discuss.”
